The visit to the enterprise were very productive, in special that with relation to our professions, in my case like Oracle & HP. The interview with professionals were remarkable.  Just as a brief I indicate the tendencies in technology that I’ve could see during this trip:

· The computers and hardware in general is cheap in USA (even more cheap than Argentina when we had 1 to 1 rate exchange). This makes technology accessible to almost all the citizens. 

· At universities they see computers as a tool for all the careers. So all of the students can have access to them and learn software related to their field. 

· The software development is ANSI standard based. That simplifies application and data migration and communication within other applications and guarantees a good design. Linux is an option that just recently is being to be considered seriously by the big enterprises because Microsoft leads the market.

· Cisco IS the hardware standard for networks. Enterprises takes look for technicians with Microsoft and Cisco certifications. Training is very expensive.

· This year many institutions more than order new PCs they choose to update and improve the organization in order to document all and have more security.

· They expend much money in security software like Antivirus, Firewalls and band width traffic manager over networks.

· The applications are migrating to use an Web user interface. Almost all.

· The go to the centralized organization model… like main frames before BUT now they use a lot of servers that make the model more reliable. They have application servers, database servers, mail, web, and data storage servers.. 

· The big systems for large companies like Electricity Power plants, banks, lotteries are using old software for the core system. The use for programming tools like Cobol but in new PCs. Despite this all of them implement the e-mail and the latest office and operative systems. Many of them think to migrate to a new tool but Microsoft change it too fast.

Having the opportunity to visit Colorado’s Lottery was very important to me because I work in the same field. Besides our lotteries has similar functions the way the use their revenues are different. Colorado’s Lottery use it to preserve parks and national reservations and to improve tourist places. It was interesting to see that members of committee that rules the Lottery are elected by the vote of the people. Another important difference we have is about the games we sell. In Colorado they have games like Loto or Quini 6 (by week) and scratch ones. They don’t have the Quiniela game.

I need to congratulate to the foundators of GSE program. Staying in host families give us the possibility to get closer to the American culture and also we made new friends.


Talking about cultural subjects I want to comment some of them: The big amount of resources American people have. The security that you can feel every were your go. The patriotism they have.
