Rotary meetings:
Meetings were held in each place we visited. One of the most important experiences was the interest shown in our country by every rotarian. Their full attention and questions at each presentation evidenced their avid interest in this exchange program. I was surprised by the large number of members and clubs that we encountered in each meeting, even in very small towns. Their participation, meeting times, and the large number of visiting members as well as the relaxed, informal atmosphere of these gatherings were some of the differences I noticed with regards to the ones held in my country.

 Vocational Time: 
With the exception of one single place, all clubs had VT perfectly well set up. The warm welcome received and the importance of the people we met was only possible thanks to the perfect organization of the district that received us. I feel that in Argentina, this task is not as well organized. I would have liked to spend more time in each VT  to become better acquainted with the people and the knowledge they tried to convey. After analyzing and comparing the workplace experience experimented in the progarm and my own, I have been able to make a summary of the pros and cons of both in order to put it into practice in my community.    
Personal relationships:
The same as in the VT, I would have rather stayed with fewer families to be able to deepen the bonds created. It was emotionally exhausting having to say good bye so often to the people with whom we shared important moments. It is surprising how close ties are formed in such a short time.The fact that some of the host families are thinking about making a trip to Argentina shows this friendly bonding. Globalization has made many cultural differences disappear, and that is why the understanding of such different cultures like the American and Argentine turned out to be easier.

Cultural Experiences:
Due to existing advanced communication technologies, what I experienced in the United States was not much different from what I had imagined before making the trip. I was surprised by the active community work of the people, the busy daily life of small towns, and the possibility of development of the American people in all walks of life. As regards to the institutions, the universities we visited provided an outstanding experience.
