In the present, Chaco's economy is based mainly on the cotton, its traditional component, the forest that dominate the geography of our territory are a great economic resource that provide the wood for many sawmills and carpenters who assemble furniture as real artisans, the algarrobo tree is their primary raw material characterized by its agrarian durability. Another aspect to take into account is the diversity of it agrarian production. The province is the heart of the commercial and financial activity of the region. 

As Raúl had mention the name of it capital is Resistencia, baptized spontaneously as the 'City of the Sculptures', because in its streets and parks there are more than 360 sculptures. This Cultural Patrimony has transformed the city into a modern and unique Open Air Museum. For this reason, from 1998, the United Nations follows this activity to decelerate Resistencia 'Cultural Patrimony of the Humanity'.

Maybe you don’t know, but in general, Argentineans enjoy dancing very much. The most famous Argentine dance in the world is Tango. Tango was born in Argentina in 19th century as a cultural expression derived from a mixture of people (countrymen, immigrants and workers) characterized by extremely closed codes accessible only to them.

On the other hand, one of the most popular types of music in Argentina is Chamame.  It comes from the northeastern rural area of Argentina, specially bordering Brazil, Paraguay and Uruguay.

Chamame, is always played on an accordion and other instruments such as the Spanish guitar, during local festivals. 

It is danced in couples embracing close together. Unlike Tango, it is a cheerful dance, in some way similar to American folk music…so I am sure you will want to try it later on.
