I am from Charata – Chaco, but at the moment I am living and working in Corrientes. 

Corrientes
 is the main city of the province with the same name and has a natural beauty. The western border of the province is the Paraná River, so we have many small beaches where we can sunbathe, swim and spend a time with friends or family in the summer, and in winter we go fishing. 

The city of Corrientes has three important cultural tours:

1) Architectural tour: in which you can see the old buildings, churches and colonial houses; as well as the new city; with tall, modern buildings.

2) Nature tour: in which you can walk along to the river and see the seven points formed naturally by the river. Corrientes has many trees which are more that 100 years old. Also, flowers and trees adorn the whole city.

3) Historic and cultural tour: with museums and monuments, and the main attraction in this tour are the murals. Corrientes has 32 murals and “el Mural de la Correntinidad” (Correntino Mural)  is the longest in Latin America, this mural is on the wall of the General Belgrano Bridge.  That bridge has 20 kilometers long and crosses the Parana River to join Corrientes Capital with the capital of Chaco, Resistencia
.

Resistencia is the commercial and administrative center of the province.  It is known as the city of the sculptures because on every corner, in each square, and in the public buildings there are sculptures made of wood, steel, bronze and marble. International sculptors came to Resistencia to create them.   You can also find “artesanias” – hand made crafts - made by the aborigines and local artisans.  Resistencia also has places to listen folk music and to eat typical meals.

Talking about meals, the most popular meal is the “Asado”.   Asado is beef and other

specials parts of the cow  which are cooked on grill over coal.  However, the “Asado
” is not only about the meat; it is a special time between friends and family. And everyone participates in the  preparation.  But the most important person is the “asador”, the chef and always a man. While, the guests are waiting for the meat to cook, the women prepare the salads, the children play, and the other men talk about their experience cooking “the best asado in the world”.
